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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the vision of 223 primary
school principals under the jurisdiction of the Office of Maha Sarakham Province
Primary Education. The research instrument used for collecting data was a rating-
scale questionnaire, compliance with educational standards in three aspects those
were: principals’ formulated vision, principals’ articulated vision and principals’
operationalized vision. The discrimination ranged from 0.21 to 0.84 and reliability
was 0.97. The statistics used for the data analysis were percentage, means, and
standard deviation, compare by F-test and t-test (Independent)

The research findings were as follows:

1. The vision of the primary school principals under the Jurisdiction
of the Office of Maha Sarakham Province Primary Education were considered at
a high level. When each compliance was considered, it was found that each
compliance at a high level. The principals' operationalized vision, principals’
formulated vision and principals’ articulated vision were ranked from the highest
to the lowest respectively.

2. In the vision of the primary school principals under the Jurisdiction

of the Office of Maha Sarakham Province Primary Education among different



school sizes, as a whole, showed significant at .01 level. The vision of primary
large sizes school principals were higher than those of the primary middle and
small sizes school principals.

3. In the vision of the primary school principals under the Jurisdiction
of the Office of Maha Sarakham Province Primary Education among different
school experiences, as a whole, showed statistically different at .05 level of
significance. The vision of primary more twenty-tree experiences, principals higher

the lower twenty-tree experience principals.
