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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) analyze the reason of the teacher’s
discipline violation 2) the procedure in the prevention of teacher’s discipline violation
following the views of teacher and school administers within school 3) compare the
procedures in prevention the discipline violation between the views of teacher and
school administers both individual and overall aspects by using Documentary Analysis.

The data collected and used in this analysis were those between 1997 - 2002 and the

Survey Research were the questionnaire and the sample group: 362 teachers and 227

school administers, it totaled 589 which it was acquired by Stratified Random Sampling.

The instruments used in data collection were item survey list, document and questionnaire
for 51 items and its individual item confidence was at .37 - .83 and its whole issue confidence
was at .97. This data was analyzed by using the SPSS 10.0 for Windows. The statistics used
in data analysis were percentage, mean ( X ), standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test in the form

of Independent Sample.
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The research results were as follows:

1. According to the discipline violation of teacher. it was found that between
1997 — 2002 the total of teachers under the Kalasin Provincial Primary Education office
who violated and were penalized were 97 cases and most of them were male with the
teaching experience of 16 years or over. The most frequent discipline vielation was ignoring
to perform as to the government official discipline and followed by improper behavior and
violation on assets and cnminal cases. However, duty dishonest was the rarest case of
violation among teachers.

2. The reasons for the teachers under the Katasin Provincial Primary Education
Office in violating the government official discipline for all cases were to do as to their
personal demand and followed by ignoring to the government official discipline and intent
to violate because of economic, social, emotional and family issues.

3. The overall and ‘individual aspects of discipline violation prevention of teachers
under the Kalasin Provincial Primary Education Otfice were moderate ordered form high
to less degree that it was ranged form prevention measures of teacher discipline violation,
lowering the tension of teachers and providing the knowledge to the teachers, respectively.

4. The result of comparing the prevention procedure of teacher discipline violation
under the Kalasin Provincial Primary Education Office between the views of teachers and
school administers found that there was the significant difference of .05 between the
prevention procedures of teachers and those of school administers both overall and individual

aspects.
