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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying 1) the financial and economic conditions of
clients of the Roi-et Branch of Agricultural Co-operatives Bank, 2) factors affecting their
‘nability to. repay loans, and 3) their opinions and suggestions.

Subjects for this study were 334 clients of the Roi-et Branch of Agricultural and
Co-operatives who were unable to repay toans within the deadline of March 31, 2002,
Subjects were selected through a multi-staged sampling and the instrument used for
collecting data was a questionnaire. The collected data were then analyzed by using
the SPSS for Windows, and the statistics used were mean, percentage, frequency,
standard deviation, and linear multiple regression analysis. The statistical significance

of the study was determined at the .05 level.

Findings of the study were as follow:

1. Regarding the financial and economic conditions of the bank clients, the
study revealed that the average land with deeds or land rights documents was 11.25
rais, average land utilized for agriculture was 14.15 rais, 63.70 % of the clients had no
accounts with financial institutions, 36.30 of the clients had accounts with financial
institutions, average annual farm product was 5,916.82 kilograms, average agricuitural

income was 27,847.46 paht, average income from other sources was 26,325.15 baht,



average agricultural expense was 14,890.72 baht, and average consumption expense

was 21,305.09 baht.

2. Factors affecting the Roi-et Branch clients’ not being able to repay loans
were agricultural income and consumption expense. The linear multiple regression
analysis showed that all the 14 independent variables accounted for the
dependent variables at the .05 level of statistical significance, and the correlation
coefficient , R= .375 , accounted for the dependent variables at 14.10 %.

3. According to their opinions and suggestions, most bank clients suggested
that the Bank extend loan repayment period without interest charge even though bank

clients cannot pay back loans within repayment period.
