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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying teaching and learning management that focuses on
the learners in primary schools of Educational Supervision Division 4 under the Office of
Primary Education of Kalasin Province in three aspects: 1) conditions of teaching and
learning management, 2) problems regarding teaching and learning management, and
3) comparison of administrators’ and teachers’ views regarding teaching and learning
management that focuses on the learners, Subjects for this study were 88 school
administrators and 300 teachers selected through a stratified random sampling. The
instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire with a .89 reliability. The data were
analyzed by using the SPSS for Windows and the statistics used were percentage, mean,
standard deviation and #-test.

Findings of the study were as follow:

1. The overall conditions of teaching and learning management that focuses on the
iearners were at a high level. The six specific areas that were practiced at a high level were
administrators’ characteristics, school plans, management, personnel development for
learning process reforms, reports of results, and morale support. The two areas moderately -
practiced were management of school atmosphere and community participation.

2. The overall problems regarding teaching and learning management that focuses

on the learners were found at a low level, even close to moderate.  Four areas with



problems found at a moderate level were community participation, management of school
atmosphere, personnel development for leaming process reforms, and management Four
areas of practice with problems found at a low level were reports of results, school plans,
morale support, and characteristics of administrators.

3. There was a significant difference in administrators’ and teachers’ opinions

regarding teaching and learning management that focuses on the learners at the .05 level.
