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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the results of educational reform operation
according to the Ten Rules of secondary schools under the Department of General
Education in Maha Sarakham province. The samples used in this study, determined
according to sample size in the table designed by Krejcie & Morgan, consisted of 48
secondary schools: 7 large-sized schools,29 medium-sized schools,and 12 small-sized
schools, obtained through the multi-stage random sampling technique. The instrument
used in the study was a researcher-constructed structured-interview form. The statistics
used for analyzing data were frequency, percentage. Chi-square was employed for
testing hypotheses. The study results were as follows:

1. The results of educational reform operation according to the ten Rules mostly
were 100% and nearly 100%

2. The school sizes were related with the results of educational reform operation
according to the ten Rutes at the .05 level of statistical significance three Rules. Those
were, Rule 2: organizing activities for cultivating cleanliness and holding exhibitions in

schools, Rule 5 : Having policy to select personnel to help teach, and Rule 10: Students



learning or having completed their education and who discredited their schools.

However, the others Rule were not related with school sizes.
