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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 10 investigate the levels of performance
and to compare the performance ofiearning reform in model schoois : type 3
{medium-size) under Roi-et Provincial “Oftice "of Primary Education, according tc the
opinions of ‘administrators, " administrators“assistants, ‘and" ieads of academic
affairs. The samples were 219 people in the type 3 schools under Roi-et
Provincial Office of Primary Education. The instrument used was a 42-item rating
scale questionnaire and had 0.97 reliability. The statistics utilized in the analysis
of the data were mean, standard deviation and F-test (One-way ANQOVA} for
testing hypotheses. The results of the study are as follows

1. The Model schools @ type 3 (medium-size} under Roi-et Provincial
Office of Primary Education were seen by the respondents that the schools’
performance in the learning reform by whole and by each of the four
aspects was at a high ievel

The administrators viewed the mode! schoois : type 3 (medium-

size) under Roi-et Provincial Office of Primary Education as having a high

performance of the learning reform beth by whole and by aspect individually.
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The opinions of the administrator's assistants also are in
accordance with the opinions of the administrators as mentioned above.
Furthermore, the same conclusion was also true with the opinions of the
heads of academic affairs.

2. The administrators, the administrators’ assistants, and the heads of
academic affairs had no difference in their opinions on the performance of
learning reform in model schools : type 3 (medium-size) both by whole and

by each aspect individually.
