ABSTRACT

This research aimed to investigate the state of leaming reform  performance of the 4% 7"
pattern schools under the Office of Primary Education, Roi-Et province as the areas follow.

I. Toinvestigate the state of learning performance of the 4" " pattern
Schools under the Office of Primary Education, Roi-Et province in the academic
year 2001 as a whole and in each aspect.

2. To compare thc opinions of the teachers working at different levels to the state
of leaming reform performance of the 4" 7" pattern schools under the Office
of Primary Education, Roi-Et province in the academic year 2001 as a whole and
in ecach aspect.

The sample in this study was 239 teachers and classified in three levels: 34 pre-school
teachers, 197 primary school teachers and 28 lower —secondary school teachers. The Subjects
were selected through the stratified random sampling technique and limited its size by o -
Krecie and Morgan® Table. The instrument used for gathering data was a questionnaire with
a reliability, in terms of o - Coetficient of Cronbach. of 0.96.5. The data were analyzed by
the used of a microcomputer in the SPSS program for Windows. The statistics used were

Percentage. Mean, Standard Deviation, and the hypotheses were tested with F-test.



The study results were as follows:

1. The investigation was conducted m these seven aspects: self assessment,
management of information system, arrangement of suitable physical environmeat,
arrangement of peaceful social environment, management of internal school
supervision system, cooperation in student development, classroom rescarch. As a
whole, the teachers viewed the state of the learning reform performance at a high
level [i = 3.63 S.D. = 0.73]. When each aspect was considered, it was found
that the rated high aspects-written in descending order-were self-assessment,
management of internal supervision system of schools, management of information
system, arrangement of suitable physical environment, and cooperation in student
development. However, classroom research and arrangement of peaceful social
environment were. viewed at a moderate level

2. There was no difference among 3 group teachers’ opinions in learning reform
