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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying and comparing implementation of Pre-
primary education reforms in primary schools under Mahasarakham Office of
Primary Education. Subjects for the study were 319 government officials 115
administrators and 204 teachers selected through a multi-staged random sampling.
The instrument used for the study was 34 item rating scaled questionnaire with

- a discrimination power of .35 to .69 and a .94 reliability. The statistics used for
analyzing data were mean,standard deviation and two- way analysis of variance.

Findings of the study were as foflbw

1. When classified according to school status and size, administrators
and teachers in general rated both the overall implementation of pre —primary
education reforms and individual areas of implementation * high *

2. In views of the administrators and teachers classified according to
school sizes. The overall implementations of pre —primary education reforms were
not significantly different at the .05 level, but their views regarding individual areas
of implementation were found to be significantly different at the .05 leve! in
