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ABSTRACT

This research was purposed to study state of inclusive education in primary school
under the office of Maha Sarakham provincial primary education by using CIPP Model
approach. [t was designed to examine if the variables of responsible teachers and the school
administrators had significant impact of context, input, process and product including the total
and also to determine comparebility of context, input, process, product and the total between the
teacher and the school Administrators. The questionnaire way constructed by the researcher and
was examined by 5 experts, 2 in special education , 2 in provincial education administrators and
the other in educational measurement. Cronbach’s Alpha-Coefficien was applied for reliability
The value is 0.89. 272 school administrators and 272 teacher’s which were gained from the
actual number of the population of responsible teachers and school administrators of inclusive
education primary school under the office of Maha Sarakham provincial primary education in
2000, The data were analyzed by ANOVA statistics, T-test, F-test and Scheffe. The results were

as follows.



1. Some variables of school administrators have significant impact to context,
input, process, product and the total. They comprised of age with context,input,process and the
total, position with the total, holding position duration with context,product and the total,
education level with context, attending in inclusive training in special education with process,
school size with process, product and the total, school responsible duration with context, product
and the total.

2. Some variables of responsible teachers had significan impact to context,
input, process, product and the total. They comprised of age with input, process,product and the
total, position with total, attending of inservice traning in special education with input and the
total, and school responsible duration with process and product. They is no significant difference
between education level,working age, of the teacher and school size with context, input, process,
product and the total.

3. No significant difference of context, input, Process, product and the total

between responsible teachers and the school administrators.
