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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study 1) factors affecting implementation,

2) methods of implementation  and 3} problems and constraints in
implementation, regarding health promoting schools in Maha Sarakham
Province. Subjects for this study were 159 schools in Maha Sarakham:

their administrators, health teachers, teachers, school personnel, community
personnel and public health personnel. These were randomly selected to
participate in the study through a multi-stage sampling. Data were analyzed
by using the SPSS for Windows and the statistics used were percentage,
mean, standard deviation, correlation coefficient and linear multiple regression
analysis with all the independent variables entered into the equation,

the signiﬁcance of the study was determined at the 0.05 level.

Findings of the study revealed that there were 7 factors affecting
implementation of health promoting schools in Maha Sarakham at the 0.05
level of significance. Listed in a descending order of significance were
administrators' attitudes toward implementation, administrators' health promoting
school joint projects with school community, health teachers’ roles and

responsibilities in implementation of health promoting schools, public health



personnel’s roles and responsibilities in implementation of health promoting
schools, public health personnel’s knowledge and understanding regarding
implementation of health promoting schools, school personnel’s attitudes
toward implementation of health promoting schools, and administrators’
knowledge and understanding regarding implementation of heaith promoting
schools. These were factors affecting implementation with the correlation
coefficient of 0.867and all the independent variables accounted for 75.20% of
the dependent variable.

Regarding implementation methods of health promoting schools,
findings revealed that implementation started with administrators approving of
rationale, followed by forming of commiltees, identifying school and community
problems, setting priorities of problems,and making implementation plans. An
evaluation of implementation was alse conducted by the school comminttee in
gach semester.

With regard 'to" problems “and " constraints " in ‘implementation of health
promoting schools, the study showed that problems existed in the following
areas: the mostly found problem in administration was discontinuity of
impiementaion; regarding health teachers, the mostly found problem was a
lack of co-ordination among concerned agencies; regarding teachers,
the problem was lack of supervision; the mostly found problem regarding
school personnel was a limited number of personnel in charge; regarding
community personnel, the highest problem was a lack of knowledge and
understanding of implementation; and the problem that existed the most
regarding public health personnel was discontinuity of activities for

implementation.
