ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying efficiency of Sub — district Administrations,
a case study of Sub — district Administrations in Kalasin Province, in the following
areas : 1) efficiency of Sub -~ district Administrations, 2) factors affection efficiency
of the study were 32 Sub - district Administrations in Kalasin and informants for
the study were chairpersons of these Sub - district Administrations Boards,
chairpersons of Sub - district Councils, Sub — district Administrations officials,
Deputy District Chiefs in charge of local administration, an household leaders.
The statistics used for analyzing data were frequency, percentage, mean,
Pearson’ correlation coefficient, and linear multiple regression analyses.

Findings of the study were as follow :

1. The overall efficiency of Sub — district Administrations Kalasin was
found at a low level while énalyses of specific areas revealed four aspects
found with moderate efficiency. These were prevention of contagious diseases,
educational, religious and cuitural promotion, provision and maintenance of public
roads, and promotion of women, children, youth, and senior citizens. The six areas
founa with low efficiency in administration were occupaticnal promotion, provision of

water for use and consumption, protection and conservation of natural resources



and environment, provision and maintenance of drainage systems, maintenance of
footpaths and public areas, garbage treatment, and prevention and relief of
public threats of dangers.

2. Factors found affection efficiency of Sub- district Administrations
at he 0.05 level of significance were supervision, financial administration,
corruption, coordination, leadership behavior, and public participation, respectively.
Analyses of correlation revealed that corruption was the only factor found to
be positively correlated. Together all the independent variables accounted for
the efficiency of Sub - district Administrations as 87.2 %

3. The overall problems invclved in the work of Sub - district
Administrations were found at a low level. When specific areas were analyzed,
problems involving two aspects were found at & moderate ievel, These were
personnel and audit ; while problems regarding audit systems were found at
a low lavel

4. The study! offered the following suggestion :

Sub - district Administrations should expand their activities and
Projects to include every aspect of their responsibilities, especially those areas
found with a low tevel of efficiency. They should alsc seek measures to
eradicate corruption as weli as accelerating their work to improve such factors
as leadership, financial administration, systems for internal and externa! co -
ordination, etc. regular visits should be made by personnel from Provincial
and District Administrations to offer suggestions and advice regarding their

work, but not to intervene in their administration.
