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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the performance and problem of the
administration of local curriculum in primary schools under the jurisdiction of Nongkhai Primary
Education Office, and to compare the performance and problems among the small-sized schools,
medium-sized schools, and large-sized schoois. Random sample subjects of 214 teacher were
randomly drawn from a population of 481 teachers who taught in work-oriented experiences area.
The rescarch instrument were questionnaires, comprised a check list, rating scale and opened-end.
The vahdity of these questionaires was proofed by 3 educational experts. It was tried out on 51
teachers who taught in work-oriented experiences area. The reliability of questionaires was .99.
The discrimination indices ranged from .21 to .99. Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, One-way Analysis of Variance and Scheffe's pairwise comparisons were applied for
analyzing data though SPSS for Windows Program.

The major findings as follows : (1) The operation of local curriculum administration in
primary schools under the jurisdiction of Nongkhai Provicial Primary Education Office. It was
found that the overall of administrative performance and all 10 aspects were perfomed at the
“moderate level”. {2) The problem in the administration of local curriculum in the schools

revealed that the overall of administrative problem was found at the “moderate level”. To consider



into aspects werc found that the aspects of materials, equipments and location were at “high level”.
About the aspects of the personel and stakeholders were found at the “moderate level”,

The rest of the problems, budgetting and management, however, were found at the “low
level”. (3) A comparison of performance of local curriculum administration according to the
opinion of the teachers who taught in smatl-sized schoals, medium-sized schools and large-sized
schools. It was discovered that the average of averall scores were significantly different at .05
level. The pairewise comparison using by Scheffe's method found that the large-sized schools
have a higher level of performance than both of schools. There were 8 aspects which were
significantly different at .05 level. The rest of 2 aspects, however, were not significant. {4) A
comparison of problem in the administration of local curriculum according to the opinion of the
teachers who taught in each of three sizes of schools as mentioned above. It was found that the
average of overall scores were significant different at .05 level. The pairewise comparison using by
Scheffe’s method found that the small-sized schools have a higher level of whole performance
than both of schools. The medium-sized schools have a higher level of whole performance than the

large-sized schools.
