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Abstract

This rescarch aimed 1) to investigate the school administrators and teachers’ opinion,
as a whole and n each aspect, on the condition and probleras of teaching-learning activity
organization based on the lcarner-centered principle and 2) 1o compare between the
administrators“opinion and that of the teachers™ under the Primary Education Office,
Kosumbhisai District, Mahasarakham Province. The sample was 313 school administrators
and teachers employing a stratefied sampling. The instrument used in this research was
Estimator Rating questionnaire was used with the confidence level for the whole document

0.72. The statistics were for percentages, means, SDs and {-test.

The findings were:

1. The condition of the teaching-learning activity organization as a whole is in a
highly practiced state in all 8 aspects. In a descending order, the highty practiced aspects are
namely the organization of learning environments to foster varied learning, inculcation of
morals and ethies, community resource management (o promoie learning in learning centers,
individual pupil study. realistic learning evaluation, practical activitics to gam real-life
experience, integration of teaching and learning, and problem solving and real-life situation

thinking process.



2. Few problems occurred in the implementation of this principle in 6 aspects. in an
ascending order of the problem level, they are namely the inculcation of morals and ethics,
community resource management in learning centers, cnvironment organization, problem-
solving and real-life situation thinking process, realistic lcarning evaluation, integration of
teaching and learning. Problems occurred at a moderate level in 2 aspects namely individual
student study and the organization of practical activities to gain real-life experience.

3. As a whole, the school administrators and teachers have no difference in opinion
on the state and problems of teaching-learning activity organization based on the learner-

centered principle in all the 8 aspects.
