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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate participation of the basic education
committees in ‘educational management in primary schoois in the fourth
supervisory area under Kalasin Provincial Office of Primary Education. The aim
was divided into the following points:

1. to study participation of the basic education committees in
educational management:

2.10 compare the levels of participation in educational management
of the basic education committees with different status.

The samples used were 6 groups of the basic education committee
members whose status was different from each other. The total number of
samples were 314, They were selected by stratified random sampling.

A questionnaire, with the refiability value at 0.97, was used to collect data.
The data anaiysis employed SPSS for Windows. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. F-test was used to test the

hypothesis. The findings are as follows:



1. The participation in educational management of the basic
education committees as a whole was at the medium level. When each of
the 12 aspects was taken into consideration, it was found that 5 aspects had
the participation at the high level. The respect rated highest was the
promotion of school and community relations which included the coordination
with government and non-government organizations in order to make school a
community resource center for local community barticipation for development.
The second highest was the attempt to give quality education of a good
standard to ail children in the area. Ranking the third was aspect of services
assigned by the superior organizations. The fourth was the approval of the
annual plans, and the last was the appointment of adviscrs or sub-
committees to carry out the work. The other 7 aspects were rated at the
medium level.

2. When a comparison on status was made, it was found that the
participation of the following groups differed with a statistical significance of
05 in all aspects: the group of schocl administrators and teachers’
representatives; the representatives of community organization; the
representatives of local government organizations; the representatives of

alumni; and the group of scholars.
