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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying and comparing levels of budgeting
problems of District and Sub—district Offices of Primary Education in Nong Khai
Province. Attempts were made to study overall budgeting problems as well
as those found'in individual aspects: Subjects: for this study were Heads and
Assistant Heads of District and - Sub ~district Offices. of Primary Divisions, Heads
of District and Sub - district Divisions of General Administration, and Heads of
District and Sub — district Supervisory Units. For this study 85 subjects were
selected through a multi — staged random sampling and 70 subjects were
selected by using a simple random sampling. The independent variables for
this study were the sizes of District and Sub — district Offices of Primary
Fducation, and the dependent variables were conditions and levels of
budgeting problems : budget allocation and budget management. The
statistics used for analyzing data were Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation,
and One —way Analysis of Variance.

The study revealed that the overall level of budgeting problems was
moderate while analyses of individual aspects of problems indicated that the
areas found with a moderate level of problems were budget allocation,
pudget planning and budget management, respectively. However, there were
not significant differences in the levels of overall and individual — aspect
problems when the sizes of District and Sub - district Offices of Primary

Education were taken into consideration.
