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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the state and desires of classroom
research of primary school teachers under the Nongkhai Municipality. A comparative
study of state and such desires among teachers was also added. Research population was the
total number of teachers from 4 municipal schools in Muang Nongkhai Municipality,
Research sample were 133 teachers, chosen by stratified random sampling technique. The
research instrument was the researcher — made questionnaire. The collected data were
analyzed by SPSS/FW VERSION 10 to find cut frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. And, the hypotheses were tested by One-way Anova.

Research findings were as follows:

The overall classroom research of Nongkhai Municipality teachers was the
moderate level (;=3.06). When considering each category, it was found that the category of
researchers and one of research support were at the moderate level (;= 3.00 and 3.21
respectively). When considering each item of state of research, it was found that the level of
much opinion revealed in the first three items: acceptance of knowledge and truth from the
research sample; research report from the found facts; and acceptance of different points of
view. The rest were at the moderate level. The first three items of much level of opinions of

the support category revealed in schools’ policy of research support. Schools’ support of



teachers’ training in research, and schools’ encouragement of teachers’ classroom research.
The rest were at the moderate level.

As for the category of desires for classroom research of Nongkhai Municipality
teachers, they had at the moderate level (; =3.35). When considering each category, it
was found that the highest level of desires was desires for resources centers (;2 3.39)
while research budgeting and knowledge development were lower (; =3.36 and 3.35
respectively). When considering each item, it was found that all items were at the moderate
level. Given in the first most three items, they were: support for resources centers for research
(;= 3.45 ), support and promotion for classroom research training ( X =3.44 ), and
support from research specialists (}_ = 3.42 ).When taking each school to consider all aspects
of categories, it was found that schools seeking for support from most desires to the least
were Tesaban II Chamnananukhoh School (; =3.41 ), Tesaban Il Yuwaboonbamrung

School (; = 3.40) Tesaban | Sawangwittaya School and Tesaban IV Chalongratana School
(X=325).

When comparing the state and desires of classroom research of Nongkhai
Municipality teachers both among schools, and as a whole and all categories, it was found no

difference.

When analyzed the openendend questionnaire, there were some suggestions for
classroom research of teachers under the Nongkhai Municipality . They suggested, from the
first three most desired to the least , desires to have computers for data analysis at school
counted to be 79.70%, desires for school support for research training counted to be 67.70%,

and another 66.20% for continued research training.
