ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the levels of problems and
obstacles, compare the levels of problems-and obstaclesand investigate opinions,
suggestions and solution guidelines for the operations on drug prevention,
suppression and rehabilitation of the drug-addicts of the provincial policemen of
Yasothon Province.

The samples consisted of 207 police officers working for the police-stations
in Yasothon Province who were selected through the Simple random sampling
Method. The instrument used for collecting data was the questionnaires which had
the reliability of 0.90. The data were analyzed by the SPSS for Windows Program
and the statistics used were the percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The T-test analysis was used to determine the differences between the means.

The findings revealed that the level of the overall problems and obstacles
in the operations on drug prevention , suppression and rehabilitation of the drug-
addicts of the provingial pelicemen of Yasothon Province was medium .

When considering by individual aspects, it was found that the problems and

obstacles in the operations on drug prevention , suppression and rehabilitation of



the drug-addicts of the provinciai policemen of Yasothon Province was at the -
medium level ; budgets and supports on the three operations aspects — drug
prevention, suppression and rehabilitation of the drug-addicts of the provincial
policemen of Yasothon Province - was at the high level.

The findings on the comparison of the problems and obstacles in the
operations on drug prevention, suppression and rehabilitation of the drug-addicts of
the provincial policemen of different ranks were shown beiow :

1. The problems and obstacles in the operations on drug prevention of
the commissioned police officers and noncommissioned police officers had a
statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05 on planning and staffing.

But the problems and obstacles on organizing, commanding, controlling, budgeting
and supports were not different.

2. The prablems and.obstacles in the operations on the suppression
of drug-addicts of the.commissioned police officers and noncommissioned police
officers had a statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05 on planning and
organizing. But the problems and abstacles on staffing, commanding, controlling,
budgeting and supports were not different.

3. The problems and obstacles in the operations on rehabhilitation of
the drug-addicts of the commissioned police officers and noncommissioned police
officers had a statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05 on organizing
and controlling. But the problems and obstacies on planning, staffing, budgeting
and supports were not different.

The opinigns, suggestions and solution guidelines for the operations
on drug prevention, suppression and rehabilitation of the drug-addicts of the
provincial policemen of Yasothon Province comprised policemen’ s lack of
knowledge, capability and awareness in duties and responsibilities, insufficient
budget for project implementation including vehicles, communications eguipment
and weapons, people's lack of knowledge on drugs and drug effects, prcblems on

laws and impracticality in getting of a warrant of search and z warrant of arrest.



The solution guidelines were suggested that knowledgeable persons
on drugs should be assigned to launch drug prevention campaigns. Sufficient
vehicles and budgets shouid be provided. Public relations officers should be set up
to disseminate information on drug effects and strengthen a community. The legal

procedures must not take a long time.
