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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the opinion of basic education
committees on the management of the B.E. 2544 basic education curriculum in network
schools implementing the curriculum in Nongkhai Province, and to compare the opinions of
the 2 groups of committees on the matter. The samples were 202 committee members, They
were divided into 2 groups. The first group consisted of 40 internal school committees and
the second group consisted of 162 external school committees. The data collecting instrument
was a rating scale questionnaire with .97 reliability value. The analysis employed SPSS for
Windows. The statistics used were persentage, the mean (; ), standard deviation (8.D.) and

t - test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The overview of the opinions from ali of the committees on the management
of the basic education curriculum B.E.2544 in the network schools was at the “high” level.
When each aspect of the “high” level was ranked, the aspect of planning of curriculum
implementation came first, followed by the aspect of forming school-based curriculum
details, curriculum implementation, and preparing inputs. The other aspects were all in
“moderate” level. Ranking from highest to lowest, they were: reporting of curriculum

implementation, improving curriculum and supervision, monitoring and evaluation.



2. In comparison of the opinions of the internal school committees and the external
school committees, the study found that they were different with the statistical significance at
.01 level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that four aspects were significantly
different at .01 level. These were the aspects of forming school-based curriculum details;
supervision, monitoring and evaluation; reporting of curriculum implementation; and
improving curriculum. The other aspects were not significantly different at .01 level.

These were preparing inputs; planning of curriculum implementation and curriculum

implementation.
