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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the state of classroom research and
desires to support of primary school teachers under the Office of Nongkhai Provincial
Primary Education. In so doing, two aspeets of classroom research: knowledge and
understanding and support for classroom research were studied. Sample of the research
were 853 primary school teachers. Research instrument was a researcher - made
questionnaire of rating scale type having 30 items, The questionnaire had 0.96 reliability.
Data analysis used SPSS for windows in searching for frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation. In comparing among groups, F-test technique was used.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The overall state of classroom research of primary school teachers under the
Office of Nongkhai Provincial Primary Education indicated that those teachers had done at
the *“ less™ (3(“ =2.49) when considering each item it can make order from the “much” level to
the “less” one as follows: the policy and research support (i = 2.78), knowledge and

understanding ( i = 2.58), personnel for research development (i =2.28), and budget and
materials ( )—{ =2.16).



2. The overall desires for research development revealed that teachers under the
Office of Nongkhai Provincial Primary Education had desires for research support at the
‘much’ level (i =4.05). When considering each item, it can make order from the “much”
level to the “less: one as follows: personnel for research development ( X = 4.06), budget and
materials (35 =4.05), knowledge and understanding ( i =4,05), and the policy and research
support (i =4.04).

3. In comparing the present state of classroom research among teachers’ groups, it is
statistically different at the 0.01 level. When comparing desires for research, it is statistically

different at the 0.01 level.
