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ABSTRACT

This purpose of this research was to study the relationship of sex, age, marriage
status, educational level, family income, position, period of servicing, role and duty
cognition, motivation and social support for the duty operation on the fundamental public
health under the innovative budget system. Factors affected on the operation of the
fundamental public health under this innovative budget system were determined the
obstacles in operation that this could be achieved through the data collection from
sampling group of 340 subjects. This sampling group obtained from multiple-stepped
sampling by starting from the subject number of 2,202 and the instruments used consisted
of personal characteristics, role and duty cognition, motivation, social support,
the operation of the fundamental public health service and relevant obstacles. For the data
analysis could be done by determining the percentage, mean, standard deviation, maximum
and minimum values, chi-square and linear multiple regression analysis by using the SPSS
for Windows version 11.0.

According to the result, it was found that age, marriage status, role and duty
Cognition had the relationship with the fundamental public health service under the
innovative budget system with the significance of 0.05 that the Creamer,s V coefficient

Were 0.164, 0.125 and 0.188, respectively.



The factors influenced on the operation of fundamental public health service
under the innovative budget system in Roi-et province with the significance of 0.05
were age, educational level and role and duty cognition and its values of multiple
coeffcient was 0.379. The independent variable could explain the variation of the
dependent variable by 14.30 percent.

The issues, obstacle and recommendation on the money requisition order and
payment that this required the signaturc of the certain personnel group not the member
of village public health volunteers were considered to be difficult. Also, the budget was
limited that could not meet the requirement of the village public health service. For the
recommendation, the tambon Administration Authority should provide the support in order

to solve the issues of the village public health service.
