Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1o investigate the roles of local organizations, compare
roles of local organizations and explore the problems in the management of Dong Namon Community
Forest of Kalasin and Roi-Et Provinces. The samples of the study were 225 members of local
organizations living around Dong Namon Comimunity Forest which comprised members of forest
conservation volunteers, members of Sub-district Administrative Organizations, members of school
committee, members of village committee and members of temple committee who were selected by the
Simple Random Sampling Method. The instruments used for collecting data were questionnaires
which had the reliability at 0. 92. The data were analyzed by the SPSS for Windows Program. The
statistics were percentage, mean, standard diviation, One-Way Analysis of Variance, Scheffe’s
Multiple Comparison Test and the statistical significance level was 0.05.

The findings revealed the followings :

1. The operation role of local organizations in the management of Dong Namon
Community Forest in creating forest conservation awareness aspect was found at the “often” level,
having the mean value at 3.45. In the management of Dong Namon Community Forest aspect, the

operation role was found at the “often ™ level, having the mean value at 3.30. Inthe aspect of



promoting participation of people in the management of Dong Namon Community Forest, the
operation role was found at the “sometimes ” level, having the mean value at 3.22. In the aspect of
incorporating traditions, customs , beliefs and local wisdom into the management of Dong Namon
Community Forest, the operation rale was found at the “rarely” level, having the mean value at 2.38.

2. When comparing roles of local organizations in the management of Dong Namon
Community Forest, the findings revealed the followings :

2.1 Sub-district Administrative Organizations and members of forest conservation
volunteers, members of school committee and members of temple committee played roles in the
management of Dong Namon Community Forest at different levels, having the statistical
significance at 0.05. In other words, Sub-district Administrative Organizations played more roles in
the management of Dong Namon Community Forest than members of forest conservation
volunteers, members of school committec and members of temple committee.

2.2 Members of village committee and’ members of school committee played roles
in the management of Dong Namon Cominunity Forest at different levels, having the statistical
significance at 0.05. In other words, members of school committee played more roles in the
management of Dong Namon Community Forest than members of village committee.

2.3 Members of forest conservation volunteers and members of Sub-district
Administrative Organizations played roles in the management of Dong Namon Community Forest at
different levels, having the statistical significance at 0.05. In other words, Members of forest
conservation volunteers played more roles in the management of Dong Namon Community Forest
than members of Sub-district Administrative Organizations.

2.4 Members of school committee and members of Sub-district Administrative
Organizations and members of village committee played roles in the management of Dong Namon
Community Forest at different levels, having the statistical significance at 0.05. In other words,
members of school committee played more roles in the management of Dong Namon Community
Forest than members of Sub-district Administrative Organizations and members of village

committee.



2.5 Members of templc committee and members of Sub-district Administrative
Organizations committee played roles in the management of Dong Namon Communtty Forest at
different levels, having the statistical significance at 0.05. In other words, members of temple
committee played more roles in the management of Dong Namon Community Forest than
members of Sub-district Administrative Organizations.

3. The most serious problem of local organizations in the management of Dong

Namon Community Forest was lack of budget for forest management. Other problems were
concerned with lack of full cooperation from villagers in implementing forest conservation activities,
villagers’ violation of rules on making use of forests , forest fires, and inactive Government officials

in coordinating on the forest matters between villagers and Government sectors.
