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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to investigate 1) factors affecting the operation
roles of the Sub-district Administrative. Organization Committee 2) operation roles of the
Sub-district Administrative Organization Committee, and 3) opinions and suggestions on
operation roles in local development of Maha Sarakham Province of the Sub-district
Administrative Organization Committee.

The population in this study consisted of 393 committee members of Sub-district
Administrative Organization, Maha Sarakham Province. The sample comprised 198
committee members who were selected by the Simple Random Sampling Method. Data
collection was conducted by ways of distributing questionnaires to every Sub-district
Administrative Organization. The statistics used for analyzing data were means, percentage,
standard deviation, co-cfficient correlation and multiple regression methods.

The findings revealed that the only one factor that affected the operation roles of the
Sub-district Administrative Organization Committee, Maha Sarakham Province was
enthusiasm. The overall operation roles of the Sub-district Administrative Organization
Committee , Maha Sarakham Province was found at the highest level. When considering by
individual roles, the highest operation role was found in water and land transport
maintenance. The role in keeping clean of roads, water ways, pavements, public places as

well as disposal of garbage and waste was found at the high level. Conservation of art,



culture, traditions, customs and local wisdom was found at the medium level.

The Sub-district Administrative Organization Committee expressed opinions and
suggestions concerning operation problems  that the problems were mostly due to lack
of cooperation from the community and the Government sectors which did not designate
authority or allot adequate budgets to the Sub-district Administrative Organization. It was
recommended that the Government should take the matters on problem solving into

consideration more seriously and provide more financial supports.
