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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were Lo (1) study the problem level of academuc affair
administration of the Buddhist secondary schoals of Nongkhat province (2) compare the
problem level according to the opinion of the admimstrator and teachers. And (3) gather
suggestions for impraving the academic affair administration of the schools. Populations
were administralors and teachers who worked in the Buddhist secondary schools of
Nongkhai province. 161 sample subjects, were multi-stages random sampling, consisted of
28 adminisirators and 133 teachers. The research instrument were questionnaires, comprised
a check ist, 3 rating scales. The discrimination inchces ranged from 0.36 to 0.833 .

The reliability of questionaires was 0.92 . Anthmetic mean, standard deviation and t-test
werc applicd for analyzing quantitative data though SPSS for Windows Program,
and content analysis was apphied for analyzing quahtative data,

The major findings were as follows : (1) The problems of academic affair
administration in the Buddhist secondary schools of Nongkhai province revealed that the
overall administrative problem was found that the “much level” . To consider mto aspect
were found that the aspect of instruction and the aspect of curriculum and curriculum

implementation were at “much level”, while that of the aspect of library and the aspect of



measurement and evaluation were found at the “moderate level™ . (2} There was no
sigruficant difference between the administrators’ and teachers’ view of the overall problems,
the aspect of curriculum and curriculum implementation, the aspect of library and the aspect
of measurement and evaluation, however, the aspect of instruction statistically significant
different at the 0.01 level. (3) The first three recommendations for solving the problems of
the acadenuc affairs in the Buddhist secondary schools of Nongkhai province were as
followed : the government should allocate more budget for buying books, documents and also
instructional materials, ; the government should allocate more budget for buying curriculum
documents, teacher maruals and academic gudelines handbooks ; and the admintstrators

should ailow teachers o attend instructional workshops and academic seminars.
