ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare levels of Managing
Learning — Teaching Process According to Student — Centered Approach in Secondary Schools;
big schools, medium schools and smalt schools, Nongkhai Province. The research was aimed
at studying in the research framework. “The research sample were 301 teachers in Educational
Service Area Nongkhai Office 1, 2, and 3, chosen by stratified random sampling technique from
school sizes. Research instrument for data collecting was the questionnaire by using rating
scale of 74 items. The instrument had discrimination power by have met statistical all item and
the total reliability of .96 . Statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and one —

way analysis variance to test assumption.

Findings of the research were as follows .

1. Managing Learning — Teaching Process According to Student - Centered Approach
in Secondary Schools; big schools, medium schools and small schools, Nongkhai Province as a
whole had at the " much” level . Considering the mean as each category from * much” to " less”
level, they were : self - preparing, leaming activity management by students can apply the
knowledge, self - create and self - thinking, preparing lessen plan, interaction activities with
friends and sources of knowledge, real evaluation and assessment, activity management of the
learners to learn the process and create work, the learners had activity participation with suitable

age and interesting and preparing sources of data.



2. The teachers' opinions about Managing Learning - Teaching Process According
10 Student — Centered Approach in Secondary Schoofs; big schools, medium schools and
small schools, Nongkhai Province, as & whole have met statistical difference at the .01
level. And found that the teachers’ opinions about Managing Leaming - Teaching Process
According to Student — Centered Approach in big schools and medium schogcls, big schools
and small schools, medium schools and small schools, Nongkhai Province, have met

statistical difference at the .05 level.
