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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare levels of acceptance of female Sexual
behavior in Muang District, Roi-Et Province. Subjects for the study were 400 Residents of
Muang District, Roi-Et Province, selected through quota and accidental samplings. The
instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using the SPSS
for Windows. The statistics used in the study were percentage, mean, and a t-test and F-test (One-
way ANOVA); and the significance of the study was determined at the 0.05 level.

Findings of the study were as follow:

1. Acceptance of female sexual behavior regarding the female initiation the relationship
known as “courting the male™ was found at the “not sure™ level. Comparisons of acceptance
according to subjects’ residence and education revealed a significant difference at the 0.05 level,;
while comparisons of subjects” acceptance according to their gender and occupation revealed no
significant difference.

2. Acceptance of female sexual behavior regai‘ding female gestures such as holding
hands or embracing the male in public was also found at the “not sure” level. Comparisons of
subjects’ acceptance of this category according to their gender and occupation revealed no
significant difference. ‘

3. Acceptance of female pre-marital sex, if the couple were in love, was found at the
“not sure” level. Comparisons of subjects’ acceptance of this type of behavior revealed a
significant difference at the 0.05 level. However, there was not a significant difference in

subject’s acceptance of this behavior according to their residence and occupation.



4. Acceptance of female pre-marital sex, if the couple were not in love, was also
found at the “not sure” level. Subjects’ levels of acceptance of this type of behavior according to
their gender, residence, education, and occupation were not significantly different,

5. Acceptance of sex sales with the opposite sex was at the “not sure” level.
Comparisons of subjects’ acceptance of this behavior according to their gender, residence,
education, and occupation showed no significant differences at all.

The study showed that Roi-Et residents’ acceptance of the 5 types of female sexual
behavior was at the “not sure” level; and this may be due to a considerable influence of the
western value and culture regarding the 5 categories of female sexual behavior and a decrease in
Thai culture value. This is a dangerous warning sign for concerned sectors, organizations and
their personnel to seek ways to conserve and revive the Thai culture; and at the same time raise
public conscience and awareness of the proper Thai conduct among residents of Roi-Et and other

areas being under similar conditions.
