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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the current state and the problems
of academic affairs administration of private elementary schools under private education
commission in Nongkhai Province and 2) to compare the opinion level of administrators and
teachers on academic administration of private elementary schools under private education
commission in Nongkhai Province. Sample consisted of 12 administrators and 82 teachers.
The research instruments were questionnaires comprising of a check list, rating scale and
opened-end. The reliability of questionaires was 0.88. The discrimination indices ranged from
0.20 to 0.79. Peércentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test for independent samples
were applied for analyzing data though SPSS for Windows Program.

The results of the study were as follows : 1) Current state of academic affairs
administration of private elementary schools under private education commission in Nongkhai
Province. It was found that the arithmetic mean of 7 aspects in administrative operation was
totally at “the high level”. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the arithmetic
mean of administrative operation was at “the high level” for four aspects, namely, library service,
measurement and evaluation, curriculum implementation and instruction. The rest, however,
were performed at “the moderate level”, 2) For comparison of performance level of academic

affairs administration between administrators and teachers, it was found that the arithmetic mean



of administrators and teachers’ s opinions toward the academic administration were, totally, not
difference. When each aspect was considered, it was found that two aspects of the opinions, that
1s, instruction and curriculum and teaching materials were significant different at 0.05 level, while
the rest of five aspects were not different. 3) With regard to the problems of academic affairs
administration, it indicated that theré were dominant problems descending as followed :
curriculum and teaching materials (37.2 %), internal supervision (31.9 %) and academic seminars
/ workshops (29.8 %) while measurement and evaluation were the least problems in academic
affairs administration. 4) The first three recommendations for solving the problems of the
academic affairs were as followed : some unnecessary activities should be reduced in order that
those activities would not give an effect to learning and instruction (41.5 %), the activitics for
training should be done on official holidays or a school vacation (37.2 %), and the lesson plan
shduld be written because it would not use much time to prepare and could make it flexible for

learning and instructing activities (31.9 %).
