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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate and compare levels of operation in compliance with
the quality standards for external quality Assurance in the first round of schools which offer
learning program  in 3% 0 4" grade ranges in Maha Sarakham Province. The sample for this
study consisted of 297 teachers in the schools offering learning program as said, selected
through the stratified random sampling technique. The instrument used for gathering data was a
65-item rating-scale questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.89 . The statistics used for
analyzing data were the mean and standard deviation, and F-test was employed for testing

hypotheses.

The study results were as follows :

1. The operation in compliance with the quality standards for external quality
assurance in the first round of schools offering learning program in the 3eg" grade ranges
in Maha Sarakham Province, as a whole indicated that the operation was at a high level. When
the standards were considered aspect by aspect, it was found that every aspect showed the
operation was at a high level. They ranked from highest to lowest as follows : standards of
teachers, standards of learners, and standards of administrators. And when each school size was
considered, it was found that the schools of all sizes also indicated that the operation was at a

high level. When each standard was considered, the following were found :



1.1 For standards of leamners, all standards indicated that the operation was at
a high level in this high-to-low ranking : standard 10-Learners have good health habit, physical
health and mental health: standard 12-Learners have arts appreciation and characteristics in love
of art, music and sports; and standard 1-Learners have morality, ethics and desirable values.

1.2 For ‘standards of teachers, all standards indicated that the operation was
at high level in this high-to-low ranking : standard 22-Teachers are able to organize learner-
centered learning-teaching efficiently; and standard 24 - teachers have qualifications, knowledge
and abilities in the right jobs to be responsible for and with adequate teachers.

1.3 For standards of administrators, all standards indicated that the operation
was at a high level in this high-to-low ranking : standard 20 — Administrators have leadership
and ability in administration/management; Educational institutions organize learner-centered
leamning-teaching; and standard 13 — Educational institutions provided organizations, structures
and task administration systematically in full circle to reach the goal of education.

2 The schools with different sizes which management of learning in schools
offering learning program in the 34" grade ranges in Maha Sarakham Province had
operation of the quality standards differently in the aspect of learners at the .05 level of statistical
significance. That was, large-sized and middle-sized schools had a different in their operation
at the .05 level of statistically significant. However, the schools of the other sizes did not show
differences. For standards of teachers and standards of administrators, they were different but

with no statistical significance.
