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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and compare conditions and problems of
implementing local wisdom in developing curriculums in basic educational institutions in
Phayakkhaphum Phisai District under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service
Area 2. The sample used in this study consisted of 245 educational institution
administrators, academic teachers and teachers in basic educational institutions from 57
schools in Phayakkhaphum Phisai District under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area 2. The sample size was determined by the use of the table
designed by Krejcie and Morgan. The administrators and academic teachers were
selected through the purposive random sampling technique. The instrument used for
gathering data was a researcher - constructed rating scale questionnaire with 5 levels
based on Likerts measuring criteria. The statistics employed for analyzing data were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation ; and One-way ANOVA was utilized for testing
hypotheses. For comparing individual pair differences the method of Least Significance
Difference was employed.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. For the conditions of performance in implementing local wisdom in
developing curriculums and organization of learning — teaching in basic educational
mstifutions which provided primary education in Phayakkhaphum Phisai District under

the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area 2, it was found that the



performance as a whole was at a high level. When each of the performance as a
whole was at a high level. When each of the eight aspects was considered, it was
found that the performance was at high level in seven aspects and at a medium level
in one aspect.

2. For the problems of implementing local wisdom in developing
curriculums, it was found that the problems as a whole were at a medium level. When
cach aspect was considered, it was found that the problems were at a medium level in
two aspects : personnel who were local wisdom, and educational institution and
personnel in the educational institution ; while at a low level in the aspect of
learners/parents/community.

3. For the results of comparing conditions of implementing local wisdom
in develdping curriculums in basic educational institutions in Phayakkhaphum Phisai
District under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area 2 as a whole,
it was found that administrators, academic teachers and teachers viewed that the
conditions of implementing local wisdom in developing curriculums were different at
the .05 level of statistical significance.” When each of the nine aspects was considered,
it was found that in adjustment of learning-teaching activitics or extra activities and in
administration and internal supervision, the conditions of implementing local wisdom
were different at the .05 level of statistical significance. However, in adjustment of
content details, improvement and/or selection of learning media, making new
instructional median, writing additional explanations or course descriptions,
implementing groups of local wisdom in organization of learning — teaching, and
categories of owners of local wisdom, their conditions were not different.

4. For the results of comparing problems of implementing local wisdom
in developing curriculums in basic educational institutions in Phayakkhaphum Phisai
District under the Office of Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area 2, it was found
that administrators, academic teachers and teachers did not have different problems.
When each of the there aspects was considered, it was found that in educational
institutions and in personnel in educational institutions they had different problems at
the .05 level of statistical significance. However, in personnel who were local wisdom

and in learners/parents/community they did not have different problems.
