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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to survey and compare the satisfaction of the officials
of the sub-district administration organization in Kosumphisai, Maha Sarakham with the
decentralization and authority transfer to a local administration organization. The subjects were
the officials of the sub-district administration organization in Kosumphisai district, Maha
Sarakham. Four hundred sixty six samples were selected from population. The data was collected
by rating-scale questionnaires and analysed by SPSS for windows 10.00. The statistics used

were mode, mean, percentage, standard deviation and t-test.
The results of the study were as follows:

According to the data, it was found that the degree of their satisfaction with the
decentralization and authority transfer to a Jocal administration organization was high. In regard
to social affairs, it was found that the degree of their satisfaction with six social affairs was high.

The social affairs were infra-structure, life quality promotion, administration and environmental



preservation, preservation of art, culture, tradition and local wisdom, social security and planning
for investment promotion, commercial and tourism.

In regard to the comparison about sex, educational background, working position, it was
found that the satisfaction were not different significantly at 0.05 of the statistical level. Whereas,
the satisfaction was different significantly at 0.05 of the statistical level regarding age. The 36-
45, 46-55 and over 56-year-old informants were more satisfied than 25-35-year-old informants,
and the over 56-year-old informants were more satisfied than the 36-46-year-old informants.

In conclusion it suggested that local water reservoirs should be rebuilt, A center of local
professional development should be set up to take responsibility for social system, security guard
should be assigned to take responsibility for the security of community, tourist attractions should
be more developed, the public areas, especially forest should be protected from deforestation, and.

art, culture, traditions and local wisdom should be also preserved as long as possibly.
