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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the abbots’ roles of temnple
administration and management as perceived by the abbots, the Buddhist monks and novices
and the temple administrative committee and to study the problems and the ways to rectify
the problems of temple administration and management under the patronage of Sangha
Governmental region of Muang District, Nongkhai Province. Populations for study were
abbots, Buddhist monks and novices and temple administrative committees. The samples
were 329 subjects divided into 30 abbots, 343 Buddhist monks and novices and 56 temple
administrative committees by using the multi-stages random sampling. The instrument for
collecting the data was the questionnaire consisting of a checklist, 5 rating scale and opened-
end questions. The discrimination indices ranged from 0.21 to 0.77. Percentage, arithmetic
mean, standard deviation, One-Way ANOVA and Turkey’s HSD pairwise comparisons were

applied for analyzing quantitative data though SPSS for Windows Program.



The findings of this research were as follows:

L. The abbots’ roles on temple administration and management under the
patronage of the Sangha governmental region of Muang District, Nongkhai Province revealed
that the totality of the roles was at the moderate level. The consideration of each role was
found that three roles were in the high level descending from the highest level to the lowest
one, the first three levels were as follows: the role of government, the role of social welfare,
the role of public services, religious dissemination, role of educational assistance and the role
of religious education.

2. The comparison on the practical level of the samples toward the roles of abbots’
temple administration and management was found that their opinions were totally not
significant difference,

3. When the comparisen for each aspect was made, it was found that there was the
only one aspect, that is, the role of government was statistically significant difference at 0.05.
When the pairwise comparison was made, it was found that there were the only one pair, that
is, the mean of the abbots’ and the committees’ opinions was different, namely the mean of
abbots’ opinion was higher than the committees’ one.

4. The first three problems of temple administration and management under the
patronage of the Sangha governmental region of Muang District, Nongkhai Province were as
follows: lack of budgets to manage the education for Buddhist monks and novices, lack of
budgets for religious dissemination and Buddhist monks and novice were in shortage of
knowledge and comprehension in Dhamma and Vinana.

5. Three ways to rectify the problems in the temple administration and management
under the patronage of Sangha governmental region of Muang District, Nongkhai Province
were raised up by the samples as follows: the sufficient budgets should be continuously
managed by the government for Sungha’s education, for temple development in order to be
the center of community learning sources which would be also responsible for religious
dissemination and the Buddhist monks should be educated both mundane and supramundane
in order to keep up with the social changing and they would be able to disseminate the Lord

Buddha’s teachings to pcople.
