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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to studied and compared the perception of administrators
and teachers in vary school size - large and medium in The Nongkhai Provincial
Primary Education Office. In addition, the problems and its solving. It was included
6 aspects namely; Academic, Personnel, Student activities, Financial-Material, Building-
Facilities and Community relation. The two parts questionnaire — Checklist and five level
Rating scale, was used for 314 respondents - 96 administrators and 218 teachers who
were sampled by Multi-stage Random Sampling method. The data gathering were treated

statistically with using SPSS/PC program for Mean, Standard Deviation and t-test.
The result indicated as follows.

1. The Performance in The Basic Educational Extension Programme School
as the Perception of Administrators and Teachers in vary school size was at a High

level in total aspect.



2. The Comparation of The Performance in The Basic Educational
Extension Programme School as the Perception of Administrators and Teachers in vary
school size was statistic significant difference at the 0.05 level, excluded the Building-

Facilities aspect.

3. The Problems and its solving, as respondents’ opinions, were the school should be
developed all students became the perfect students, urgently provided special teachers and building-
facilities, closely supervised and evaluated covering the 6 aspects’ missions, annually reported to
public sector, perpetually meeting, setting environment for learning climate as well as applied the

Demming Circle (PDCA) for performance.
