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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the effect from educational quality assurance
to the high school teacher under the general education department, Roi-Ed province in 2544
educational year ; and to compare the effect from education quality assurance to the high
school teacher that difference in experiment, educational degree, school size and position.
Participants were 334 of administrators and instructors in high school under the general
education department in 2544 educational year. The instrument used for collecting -data was
rating scale testing. The statistics used to analyze gathered data consisted of frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation ; and for testing hypotheses the t-test and F-test
(ANOVA) were employed. The result revealed as follows:

1. The effect from educational quality assurance to the teachers as a wholeata
highly level (i =3.93); and highly level in 4 aspect namely; learning and instruction ( i =
4.11), professional attitude (X =3.99), Self-effected (X =3.96),and family ( X =3.67).

2. The result of comparative effect from educational quality assurance to the high school
teacher under the general education department in 2544 educational gear separated by the position,
experiment, educational degree and school size were as follow;

2.1 Teacher with different position had difference effect by the administrator was

at a more highly effect that the instructor at the .05 level of significance.



2.2 Teacher with different in experiment had difference effect from Educational
quality Assurance by teacher with over 10 years experiment had more effect than teacher with lower
10 years experiment as a whole and in aspect as family and professional attitude at the .05 level of
significance.

2.3 Teacher with different educational degree did not had different effect
from educational quality assurance in a whole and in each aspect ditferently.

2.4 Teacher with difference school size had different effect from educational
quality assurance especially in professional aspect at .01 level of significance. Teacher who work

in big size had more effect than in medivm size at.05 level of significance.
