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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were : (1) to study factors contributing to the
development of Nong Ko Village, Nong Ko Sub-district, Borabue District, Maha Sarakham
Province during 1993-2003 and to study the development process and effects on Nong Ko
Village, Nong Ko Sub-district, Borabue District, Maha Sarakham Province during 1993-2003.
The samples consisted of 70 community teaders and Villagers of Nong Ko Village, Nong Ko
Sub-district, Borabue District, Maha Sarakham Province, who were selected by the multi-stage
random sampling method. The research instruments were structured and semi-structured

questionnaires and the statistics used were mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The research findings showed that the factors contributing to the success in
development comprised internal factors of which the most apparent was leadership. On the
other hand, the most distinguished external factors were promotion and support of knowledge
and budget from the Government sectors, namely Ministry of Interior, Ministry of

Communications, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Agriculture and Co-operatives and



Ministry of Public Health. The development projects inctuded the construction of dykes,

promotion of careers, construction of streets in the villages and paving concrete streets.

Regarding the development process on economic aspect, it was found that the villages
used high-technology engines and equipment widely such as tractors, water pumps, cars and
motorcycles which resulted in increased production and change from production for living
purpose to commercial one. With respect to marketing, it was found that the co-operative
system was influential in the development of Nong Ko Village in that the co-operative shop
purchased more goods and provided more services to the customers. On social and cultural
aspect, the finding revealed that the villagers were more dependent and helpful among
themselves since the beginning development process up to the present time. Furthermore, they
still clung to the main stream of traditional customs and culture but modified some cultural

patterns in accordance with the social changing context.
