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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate and compare academic administration in the
United Campuses of 'Maha Mangala in' the natwork of Anuban schools under the Office
of Maha Sarakham Provinciall Primary: Education.. The, sample used for this study
consisted of 176 school administrators and teachers in the United Compuses of Maha
Mangala in the network of Anuban schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham
Provincial Primary Education. The instrument used for collecting data was a five- rating
scale questionnaire using Likert’s method comprising 40 items. The statistics used for
analyzing data were mean, standard deviation, and One-way ANOVA; and the Sheffé ’s
method was employed for testing individual pair differences.

The study results were as follows:

1. Academic administration in the United Campuses of Maha Mangala in the
network of Anuban schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Provincial Primary
Education in each of the nine aspects and as a whole was at a high level.

2. The United Campuses of Maha Mangala in the network of Anuban gghools
under the Office of Maha Sarakham Provincial Provincial Primary Education had different
academic administration at the .05 level of statistical significance both as a whole and in each
aspect. When individual aspects were compared, it was found that academic administration

indicated statistically significant differences at the .05 level in these aspects: curriculums and



curriculum implementation, learning-tcaching, curriculum supplementary materials and
lcarning-teaching media, internal supervision, planning and determining procedure, and
academic training meeting. And when individual pairs were compared, it was found that large-
sized schools and medium-sized schools had different academic administration at the .05 level
of statistical significance while the other pairs indicated no differences.

3. When considering results of analyzing each aspect, it was found the in
the aspects of evaluation and measurement, library, and teaching promotion the schools

of all the three sizes did not indicate differences.
