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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to investigate and compare the process and the problems
of Implementation the troublesome students in the different level schools. The research sample
were 146 administrators and teachers involved in the implementation the troublesome students
under the office of Roi-Et Educational Service area 3 using Multi Stage Random Sampling.
Instrument used for data collecting was the rating scale questionnaire. Analyzing data by using
percentage, mean, standard deviation and f-test for hypothetical testing.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. Schools got the " much" level as a whole in the planning in the process of
implementation the troublesome students. For the first 3 much ranking topics were: the schools
had proceeded to know the background of individual student, the schools had assigned school
laws, and the schools had got the committee for operating the student support system
implementation. The schools got the "less™ in the troubles happened from the procedure of these.
For the last 3 less ranking topics in troubles were : the schools had assigned school laws, the basic
educational committee had participated the student support system implementation, and the

schools had proceeded to know the background of individual student.



2. The schools got the "much” level as a whole in the operating of implementing in the
process of implementation the troublesome students. For the first 3 much ranking topics were:
finding out the troublesome students by adviser teachers, implementing the lower efficiency
male and female students. The schools got the "less” as a whole in troubles happened from the
procedure of these. For the last 3 less ranking topics in troubles were: implementing female
students from using drugs, implementing students both male and female from sexual intercourses.

3. The schools got the "much” level as a whole in evaluation in the process of
implementation the troublesome students. For the first 3 much ranking topics were : reporting the
evaluation by school advisors, adviser teachers, and developing the operation of implementing
students. The school got "less” as a whole in troubles happened from the procedure of these. For
the last 3 less ranking in troubles were : developing the operation of implementing students
based on the result of the evaluation by school advisor, adviser teachers, and administrators.

4. The results from the comparing of the implementing process and the problems
happened from the procedure of implementation the troublesome students during the different
level schools found out that the process of implementation troublesome students as a whole and
an area in the different level schools was the same thing, but the problem of the implementation
the troublesome students as a whole and 3 areas was different at the 0.05 level of statistical
significance. The schools level 1,2 and the schools level 1,2.3 had got the problems in

implementing students different from the school level 3 . 4.
