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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to (1) explore ethical and moral conducts of
teachers in stratiﬁcafion 3-4 schools, Education Jurisdiction Office , Maha Sarakham
Province, (2) to compare the levels of ethical and moral conducts, and (3} to study their
opinions and suggestions on personal behaviors, personnel administration and work
performance. The samples comprising 335 persons were selected by the Simple Random
Sampling Method . The instruments used for collecting data were 45-item- questionnaires
with five rating scales, having the reliability of 0.87. The obtained data were analyzed by
the SPSS for Windows Program . The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and One Way Analysis of Variance { ANOVA).

The findings of this research were shown as follows :

1. The ethical and moral conducts of teachers in the stratification 3-4 schools,
Education Jurisdiction Office ,Maha Sarakham Province as a whole was at a high level. When
considering by aspect, it was found that the level of each aspect is also high.

2. When comparing the ethical and moral conducts of teachers in the
stratification 3-4 schools, Education Jurisdiction Office, Maha Sarakham Province, the results

were shown as follows:



2.1. The ethical and moral conducts of teachers in the stratification 3-4
schools, Education Jurisdiction Office , Maha Sarakham Province classified by gender, age,
marital status, positions and duties, educational qualifications, position classifications and
work duration was not different with statistical significance at 0.05.

2.2, The ethical and moral conducts on personal behaviors and work
performance of teachers in the stratification 3-4 schools, Education Jurisdiction Office, Maha
Sarakham Province who held the position classification from levels 3 to 6 and the position
classification higher than level 7 as a whole was not different with statistical significance at
0.05. However, the ethical and moral conducts on personal behaviors of the
teachers who held the position classification higher than level 7 was higher than those of
the teachers who held the position classification of 3-6 levels with statistically significant
difference at 0.05.

2.3 The ethical and moral conducts on personal behaviors and work
performance of teachers in the stratification 3-4 schools, Education Jurisdiction Office, Maha
Sarakham Province was different. However, the ethical and moral conducts on work
performance of the teachers who held the educational qualifications higher than bachelor
degree and those of the teaches who held the educational qualifications bachelor degree was
different with statistical significance at 0.05.

3. The opinions and suggestions on ethical and moral conducts of teachers in
the stratification 3-4 schools, Education Jurisdiction Office , Maha Sarakham Province
included clinging to teachers’ codes of conduct, being good models of students, having
cthical and moral minds, being responsible for duties, being patient and kind to students, and

endlessly acquiring additional knowledge to disseminate to their students.
