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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate the levels of opinions involving
factors affecting the development of education quality of schools which provided basic
education, and lo compare opinions involving factors affecting the development of education
quality regarding their positional functions of teacher officials in educational institutions and
schoo! sizes. The sample consisted of 842 educational institution directors and teachers under
the Office of Kalasin Educational Area 1, obtained through the stratified random sampling
technique according to school sizes. The instrument used for gathering data was a 50-item
rating-scale questionnaire with a_reliability of .93. The statistics used for analyzing data werc
mean and standard deviation : and One-way ANOVA was employed for testing hypotheses.
Also, whenever a difference was found, each pair was tested by using the LSD method.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The educational institution directors’ and teachers’ opinions invoiving factors
affecting the development of education quality as a whole and in each aspect were at a high
level. The opinions of educational institution directors and those of teachers as a whole and

in each aspect were at the .05 level of statistically significant differences. When each factor
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was considered. it was found that the external factors in the economic aspect were at the .05
level of statistically significant differences. Also, the internal factors in every aspect were at
the .05 leve! of startistically significant differences.

2. The small-sized, medium-sized, and large-sized school directers and teachers as
a whole had difference opinions invelving factors affecting the development of education
quality at the .05 level of statistical significance. When each factor was considered, it was
found that the external factors as a whole and in each aspect showed different opinions at the
05 level of statistical significance ; and the internal factors as a whole showed different
opinions at the .05 level of statistical significance. When each aspect was considered, it was
found that the opinjons in the aspects of finance efficiency, materials and supplies. and
governance were at the .05 level of statistically significant differences. And when individual
pairs were compared, it was found that in all the external and internal factors the small-sized
and medium-sized, and small-sized and large-sized school directors and teachers had differen.
opinions involving factors affecting the development education quality at the .05 level of
