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Abstract

This research’s purpose is to study and to compare the roles and the problems of
monks in supporting the environmental reservation: the case study of Ampur Muang
Nongkhai Province. Populations for research were the Abbots and the assignees
(Performance instant of abbot), consisted of 139 persons (monks) from Muang District
Nongkhai Province. The instrument collecting the data for this research was the Rating Scale
Questionnaire; consist of 110 items and concerning the roles and problems of monks. The
reliability value of all serics of question was obtained at 0.97. The statistic used for
analyzing the data were percentage, means, standard deviation, and t-test (independent
sample)

The result of this rescarch were as follows:

1. The monks’ roles in supporting the environmental reservation in Mueng District
Nongkhai Province were totally found in the moderate level. When each of aspects was
considered, it was found that the mean of all aspects were also in the moderate levels.

When the monks® statuses were considercd, it was found that both of abbots and
assignees’ all aspect of roles in supporting the environmental reservation were in the

moderate levels.



2. Monks’ problems in supporting the environmental reservation in Mueng District
Nongkhai Province were totally found in the moderate level. When each of aspects was
considered, it was found that the mean of all aspects were in the moderate as well.

When the monks® statuses were considered, it was found that both of abbots and
assignees’ all aspect of problems in supporting the environmental reservation were in the
moderate level.

3. The comparison of the abbots and assignees’ roles in supporting the environmental
reservation, it was found that all and each aspects of roles were totally not significant.

4. The comparison of the abbots and assignees’ problems in supporting the
environmental rescrvation, it was found that all and each aspects of problems were totally

not significant.
