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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study and compare the teachers” desires in
classroom research development of small size schools in Maha Sarakham Province, as well
as studying ways for suggestions in improvement and development of teachers’ desires n
classroom research development. In so doing, five items were studied : the desire of
classroom research knowledge ; the desire of support and promotion for classroom research ;
the desire of classroom research budgeting ; the desire of opportunity for classroom research
and the desire of resource center and material supplied.

The research sample were 174 school teachers in the small size schools in

Maha Sarakham Province, selected through the stratified random sampling ,according to
educational qualification and experience in working. The research instrument used for
studying was a researcher-constructed questionnaire of 44 rating-scale items which the
whole questionnaire’s reliability coefficient giving a value of 0.96. The data were analyzed
by using computer program SPSS for Windows Version 11.0 to find percentage, mean,
standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by Independent Sample #-test.

Finding of the study were as follows :

1. The teachers’ desires in classroom research development of the small size
schools in Maha Sarakham Province, according to the educational qualifications and

experience in working, both as a whole and each item, were found at a high level, which can



be put in order respectively from the highest to the lowest as; the desire of support and
promotion for classroom research, the desire of opportunity for classroom research, the
desire of classroom research knowledge, the desire of classroom research budgeting and the
desire of resource center and material supplied.

2. Comparisons the teachers” desires in classroom research development of the
small size schools in Maha Sarakham Province, considering by educational qualification, at
the overall and in 5 items were significantly different at the .05 level.

When the experience in working was taken into consideration, both as a whole and
each item, they were found the difference at the level of .05 statistical significance.

3. Regarding for suggestions and guidelines from the open-ended questionnaire for
the improvement and development of the teachers’ desires of classroom research which can
be put in order respectively from the highest to the lowest frequency among 5 aspects as;
classroom research budgeting for teachers, to organize the leave for teachers for ¢classroom
research, to organize the document and knowledge resource for classroom research working,
to organize the studying trip about classroom research for teachers and convenient materials
