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Abstract

A Study of Economical and Social Impact of the Handicraft (Bags and Handbags)
Production Process by Villagers ; A case study : Ban Donsawan and Ban Donwai, Tambon
Dongling, Amphur Kamalasai, Kalasin. This study aims to study the Handicraft (Bags and
Handbags) Production Process, the economical and social impact of Handicraft (Bags and
Handbags) to find the most efficient method to develop the production. To collect data from 25
wellinformed, 2 seamer and 25 labors. The equipment for collecting data was an interview form
which has a structure and some flexibility . The following is the result of the research by

descriptive analysis and quantitative analysis.

Findings

Ban Donsawan Mu 14 and Ban Donwai Mu 17 Tambon dangling, Ampher Kamalasai
are located 30 kilometers and the South of Kalasin Province. There are 265 familics, Mostly are
farmers has less income. As a result, they became the scamers for better economic and social gain.

The Handicraft (Bags and Handbags) Production Process : Skills were learned from
the bags scamer in Bangkok for 11 years. In 1996, they produced the bags and handbabs at Ban

Donsawan by received the order from Bangkok. Presently, there are 25 seamers. The equipment



and material are separated into 2 types : 1. The equipment which is used only once 2. Materials or
equipment which is used by installment. The producer design the styles by themselves and the
customers design style also. There are three kinds of bags ; documentary bags, fashion bags and
wallets. The process of production is as follows ; preparing the materials, pattern, attachments,
decorations, seam the bag’s handle, seam the zip, check detail and check the quality. The first
principal is about 350,000 — 400,000 baht. The cost for material and equipment is 60,000 baht
paid by installment. The products are sent to distribute by the merchants and personal orders. The
costs of bags are separated by the kind. Documentary bag is 100-300 baht each, fashion bag is
150-900 baht each and wallet is 5-30 baht each.

The economical impact of producing : The positive result are the villagers change their
major career from agriculture to bags production. The rate for buying land is higher. The saving is
66.67% of their income.

The negative result are buying competition including the facilities and treasures such as
electrical appliances and vehicles, Now they build their houses in modern style.

The social impact of producing : The positive result are education : the member of
family who work in bags production could support their child to get higher education. Almost all
of them graduate in primary school and university. The relationship in their family and with
cousins is better. They help the community by donations money. They can choose to be village’s
agent and be supported by the community.

The negative result are health and Environment : the villagers have less relax time so it
causes more pollution. Time to visit and to look after their cousins is less. Time to join making
merit in their tradition and important festival is less.

The ways to manage development in the bags production process : The support
factors in bags production should use the materials and labors of the community. Working
together and arranging a public utility which helps in bags production such as electricity, water
supply, communications and public health in the village. The Processing system, designing and
kinds of processing should be supported by the government organization or a related person. They
should gain the support fund and distribute the bags more than in the past. The related

orgamzation just may solve the social problems in the village.
