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ABSTRACT

There were 177 level 1-2 fundamental curriculum schools under the Office of Kalasin
Educaticnal Service Area Zone 2 which had been performed through the first round external
evaluation and have to continue the readiness preparation for the next external evaluation.

This research was aimed to study and compare the readiness preparation according to
educational standard criteria for the second round external evaluation of the Level 1-2 Fundamental
Curriculum Schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2, and also as well
to study problems , suggestions and guidelines for the readiness preparation for the second round
external evaluation. The research population were 177 administrators and 1,872 teachers from 177
fundamental curriculum schools which had been evaluated through the first round external evaluation.
The research sample were 30 administrators and 322 teachers ,determined according to the sample

size in the table designed by Krejcie and Morgan.



The research instrument was the rating scale questionnaire which the whole questionnaire’s
reliability coefficient giving a value of 0.98. The data were analyzed to find mean and standard
deviation. The hypotheses were tested by #-test testing.

Research finding were as follows :

1. The overall of level in the readiness preparation according to educational
standard criteria for the second round external evaluation of the Level 1-2 Fundamental Curriculum
Schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 was found at a high level.

When considering by status, the opinions between administrators and teachers, both as a
whole and each item, met at the high level.

2. Comparison the level of the readiness preparation, both as a whole and each item, there
were not different in statistically significant.

3. For the problems, which were considered by the most frequency were as: in the

item of input/learners; the learners cannot classify types of information, to compare and to get the
concept in learning : in the item of process ; there are less learning activities to encourage learners’
analysis , critical and creative thinking : in the item of input/teachers which do not qualified to the
subjects they teach.

Regarding ways of readiness preparation, which were considered by the most frequency as:
in the item of input/learners; to prepare the learners readiness and to organize educational fund : in the
item of process; to manage according to the educational standard criteria, to organize music
instruments and local wisdom who expert in music for the leamers’ leaming process development :
for the item of input/teachers; teachers’ training for knowledge development and to organize the
suitable learning materials.

The result of this research would be useful for administrators and teachers in the
first round external evaluation schools and also to use this information for the readiness preparations

for the second round external evaluation.
