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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the use of the writing process of
students, to study students’ English writing ability after the leaming activities in Lesson Plan
2, 3 and 4, and to compare students’ English writing ability before and after being taught with
the Process-Oriented Approach. The sample group consisted of 36 Matayomsuksa 6 students
selected through the Purposive Random Sampling method. The instruments used in this
research comprised four units of lesson plans including an English writing ability test and a
writing process checklist. The obtained data were analyzed by using means, percentage,
standard deviation and t-test. .

The findings revealed that 92.95 % of the students participated in all activities
through the process of writing. After the learning activities in Lesson Plan 2, 3 and 4, the
students’ English writing ability was found higher than average. In addition, the students’

English writing ability was significantly different from that of the pretest at the .05 level.
