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ASTRACT

This research was aims the to study levels of problems of academic administration
in schools operating Level III and IV , and relationship between status and sizes of schools
towards those problems of schools under the Kalasin Office of Educational Service Area
Zone II. In so doing opinions of administrators, academic assistant administrators, heads of
academic affairs, and teacher , both as a whole and each item were taken together for this
study, Research, sample were administrators, academic assistant administrators, head of
academic affairs, and teachers during in schools under the Kalasin Office of Educational
Service Area Zone II, chosen by purposive sampling. Research instrument was the five —
level rating scale questionnaire having 50 questions with the whole reliability of .98.

The collected data were analyzed by SPSS 10.0 for Windows to hind out percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and hypothesis testing by two-way analysis of variance.

Research findings were as follows :

1. Problems of academic administration in schools operating Level ITI and IV
under the Kalasin Office of Educational Scrvice Area Zone Il according to opinions of
administrators, academic assistant administrators, heads of academic affairs, and teacher as a
whole and each item were at the moderate level. To put in order from the highest to least

mean, they were curriculum implementation, learning and teaching task, curriculum aterials



and learning-teaching media, academic conference and in-service training, measurement and
evaluation, internal supervision, and library respectively.

2. There was relationship between status and school sizes towards problems of
academic administration in schools operating Level III and IV under the Kalasin Office of
Educational Service Area Zone II. When considering status, it was found that academic
assistant administrators had more problems than administrators, heads of academic affairs,
and teacher at the .05 level of statistical significance.

3. As for suggestion in academic administration in school schools operating
Level IIf and IV , it should manage conference on conclusion of problems of implementation

of school curricula, continued supervision, and making mathematics and science curricula to

be universal concept.
