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Abstract

The research aimed at : 1) developing English reading skills by using the
community-folktale texts “Phulungka”, and 2) studying students’achievements and attitudes
towards the community-floktale text “Phulungka” .

Subjects for this study were 28 Prathom Suksa 6 students of Ban Dongchomphu
school, Bung Khonglong District, Nong Khai Province, who were selected through the
purposive sampling method to participate in 18 English class periods for this study.

The instruments used in this study were the English community-folktale text for
developing reading skills, lesson plans, pre- and posttests and a questionnaire for assessing
students’attitudes. The statistics used in this study were percentage , means , standard
deviation and t - test .

Findings of the study were as follow :

1. The community-folktale text “Phulungka” could help improve the
students’reading skills.
2. The students’achievements before and after the use of the community-folktale

text “Phulungka” were significantly different at the .05 level.



3. There was no significant difference in students’attitudes before and after the
use of the community-folktale texts. In other words, subjects’attitudes, which had been
positive before the use of the texts, remained the same.

4, Teaching reading by using the SQ3R approach is recommended as an

effective and appropriate technique for teaching reading skills at the primary level.
