The information systematization problems in the school administration as  a whole
at a moderate level. When each stage were considered, it was found that the problems
were information storage, data processing, data collecting, data and information
personating and data monitoring.

For information systematization problems comparison was found significant
difference between school size at .05 level, small size school was higher than big size
school.

For information systematization problems comparison was not found significant

difference between administrator and teachers who were the authorities information.



4. The results of this study suggest that the way to solve problems were providing know
ledged personnel, materials, equipments, modemn and effective tools and budgets to
support the information systematization.
