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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to explore the operational conditions and factors affecting the
operation and investigate suggestions for the operation of the Temple Training Centers for
Pre-school Age Children, Amphoe Mueang, Amphoe Tha Bo and King Ampoe Sa Khrai,
Nongkhai Province. The population used for this study was 147 personnel working for nine
Temple Training Centers for Pre-school Age Children, Amphoe Mueang, Amphoe Tha Bo
and King Ampoe Sa Khrai, Nongkhai Province which included school principals, school
mentors and administrative committees. The instrument used for collecting data on an
operation of The Temple Training Centers for Pre-school Age Children was 48- item rating-
scale questionnaires with reliability at 0.96. The statistics used for data analysis were
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The statistics used to test the hypothesis
was the One-way ANOVA (Schetfe) and t-test.

The major findings of the research were shown as follows :

1. The operation level of The Temple Training Centers for Pre-school Age Children
as a whole was found at a high level. When considering by aspect, six aspects of operation

were tound at a high level ranging respectively from ordering, staffing. instructional



processes, teacher and personnel development, planning and communication. The rest were
found at a moderate tevel.

2. The ages of the persouncl of the Temple Training Centers for Pre-school Age
Children did not atfect the operation as a whole and each aspect with statistical significant
difference.

3. The educational levels of personnel affected the operation as a whole with no
statistical significant differcnce.

When considering by aspect, it was found that the educational level affecting the
operation on such aspects as ordering and communication with statistical significant
difference at .05. In other words, the ability in ordering of the personnel with Associate
Degrees or higher was higher than one of those with primary education certificates. Besides,
the communication skill of the personne! with Asscciate Degrees or higher was better than
one of those holding primary and secondary education certificates.

4. The work experience of the personnel affected the operation as a whole and each
aspect with no statistical significant difference.

When considering by aspect, it was found that the work experience of the personnel
affected the operational aspect on instructional processes with statistical significant
difference at .05. In other words, the personnel with work experience of one to two years,
three to five years and six to nine years worked more efficiently on instructional processes
than those with 10 years’ experience or higher.

5. The positions of the personnel affected the operation of the centers as a whole and
each aspect with no statistical significant difference.

The problem found in the operation of the centers inciuded lack of community
participation and clear orders. Besides, the personnel did not understand their roles and
duties well. Therefore, it was recommended that ull parties involved should consult one

another for thorough understanding that would lead to the operational standard of the

ceniers,
