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Abstract

This rescarch aimed to study the level of learning resources utilization, to
compare the utilization, and to study opinions and suggestions on the matter in different
basic education institution in Maha Sarakham Education Service Area, Zone 1.

The Sample consisted random sampling, The instrument used was a rating scale
questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.97. The statistics used for analyzing data were
frequency, percentage the means standard deviation and t-test

The results are as follows:

1. The learning resources utilization in learning and teaching activities
basic education institutions in Maha Sarakham Education Service Area, Zone 1, as a
whole, was at the medium level. The ranking from high to low of the aspects stdied is
as follows: the man-made learning resources, the human learning resources, and the
natural leamning resources.

2. The comparison of learning resources utilization in schools of difference
sizes, as a whole, showed that the utilization of learning resources varied, with the
statistical significance at .05. This was in accordance with the hypothesis. When each
aspect was taken under consideration, it was found that the utilization varied in cach

aspect as well,



3. Concerning opinion and suggestions, the first 3 top ranking aspects are: 1)
the man-made learning resources. Some types of resources such as laboratories lacked
financtal support. Therefore, budget should be allocated for. 2) the human learning
resources. Children did not see the importance of community wisdom, There were not
enough resources persons in the community. Thus, children should be taught to realize
the importance of community wisdom. Local wisdom, be they persons or places, should
be histed and made available by the Office of Education Service Area. 3) the natural
learning resources. Some leaming resources were too far away from the school. Teachers
should pay more attention to the utilization of the resources. CDs of the resources should
be produced and used in order to save money on raveling. Schools and teachers should
integrate learning resources into learning and teaching activities as much as possible. So,

chidren will have opportunities to learn and have their hands on the nature,
