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ABSTACT

This _study raimed to examinc leaming  achicvements, to find out an
cifectiveness index, and to investigate opinions of the students who learned through
the reading promotion textbooks in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueksa 5 for
implementing these constructed textbooks in organization of learning -teaching activities
to develop student’s reading  skills, to cultivate students to have a  habit of love of
reading, and to have positive attitudes toward rcading. The sample used in this study
consisted of 31 students attending Prathomsucksa (grade)5 at Ban Hin Hae Soemsin
School in Amphoe Kosum Phisai under the office of Maha Sarakham Educational
Service Area Zone 1 in the first semester of the academic year 2005, obtained through
the purposive sampling technique. The instruments used included : 1) five reading
Promotion Textbooks in the Thaileamning Strand for Prathomsueksa 5 entitled “Please
Forgive Mc”, The Drcam That Comes True”, The “Suksri Family”, “Pride of Little
Nok", and “The Repentance” : 2) five 4 - al ternative learning achievement tests based
on these reading Promotion Textbooks in the Thai leaming Strand for Prathomsueksa 5,

3) an evaluation from on the quality of these reading promotion textbooks for experts’



and 4)a questionnaire on student’s opinion involving the reading Promotion Textbooks
mentioned. The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage, mean (X), and

standard deviation (S..D)

The results of the study were as follows:

I. The researcher-—-constructéd reading promotion texbooks had a process
efficiency of 94.37 and an outcome efficiency of 96.61, indicating that these
researcher - constructed reading promotion texbooks had a higher efficiency the
established requirement of 80/80.

2. Anefficieness index after learning was 0.59. indicating that the
researcher — constructed reading promotion texbooks could cause learness to .increase
their learning process skills at 59.00 percent.

3. For the leaming achievement mean scores after learning through the
5 reading promotion textbooks for Prathomsucksa 5, it was found that the scores was
hi‘gher than before learned throughthe 5 reading promotion textbooks at .01 level of
sigificance.

4. For the results of evaluating the Quality of the reading promotion
textbooks in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueksa 5 as evaluated by the experts,
it was found that the mean score was 3.88 at a very good level while the standard
deviation was 0.13 which showed that the experts had a congruent agreement at a
rather high level.

5. For the opinions of Prathomsueksa 5 students at Ban Hin Hae
Soemsin School involving learning through the five reading promotion textbooks in

the Thai learning standard for Prathomsueksa 5, it was found that the mean score

was 2.81 at anagreed level, and the standard deviation was 0.44 which showed that
these students had a congruent agreement at a rather high level.

The results from this study could cause students to originate reading
skills and could provide reading promotion textbooks with guality ata very good level
which could meet the needs and interests of the leamers, in accordance with
students, local conditions, could be used as instructional media to develop reading
skills, to cultivate a habilt of love of reading in students, and to have positive
attitudes toward reading efficiently. These things would cause students to originate

reading skills and they could use their reading.
