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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the parents® participation roles in the organization of
education in educational institutions under the jurisdiction of Maha Sarakham Education Service
Area, Zone 1. The sample consisted of 381 parents whose children were in educational
institutions in the area, obtained through stratified random sampling. The tool used was a Likert
rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used in the analysis were frequency, percentage, the
mean, standard deviation , and t-test was used to test the hypothesis

The findings are as follows :

1. The parents’ participation roles in the organization of education in educational
institutions in Maha Sarakham Education Service Area, Zone 1, as a whole, were at the medium
level. (3.37 %) When each aspect was taken under consideration it was found that participation in
the academic aspect ranked the highest. (3.41%). The second highest was the aspect of general
administration. (3.40 %), while personnel administration came the third (3.30 %) and the budget
administration came the fourth. (3.29 %)

2. In the comparison of the parents roles of participation according to the sizes of the
educational institutions, it was found that there were differences in all aspects, with the statistical
significance at 0.01.

3. In terms of opinions and suggestions, the ranking from high to low is as follows: 1) the
aspect of academic administration. Parents should have part in setting academic standards of the
educational institution. (21.80 %). There should be more intensive lcaning and teaching.(16.40 %)

Leaning and teaching materials should be sufficiently provided. (14.50 %). 2) The aspect of
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budget administration. Parents should have part in budget administration. (25.40 %). Activities
supporting budget administration should be jointly organized. Donations should be organized.
(23.00 %). And parents should be helped to understand the budget administration. (13.50 %). 3)
The personnel administration. Parents should have part in personnel administration. (35.90 %).
Experts in each fields were not enough. (28.20 %). And training parents on the role of basic
education committee concerning personnel administration should be organized. (12.80 %) 4)
The aspect of general administration. Parents should have part in general administration. (20.00
%). Community relations should be promoted more. (18.00 %). And virtues and ethics should be

planted in the students” hearts. (16.00 %).
