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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to' study the opinions and the relationship of the
opinions ‘of the ‘administrators between sex and educational level management to
the problems of academic performance in the basic educational institutions under
the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 2 as a whole and each aspect.

The Samples consisted of the administrators, the heads of academic
departments in the basic educational institutions. The sample’s size was
determined by the table designed by Krejcie and Morgan and 195 samples were
selected by simple random sampling technique. The rescarcher constructed 5
rating — scale questionnaire with 60 items was used as the instrument for
gathering data. The reliability of the questionnaire was at .975. The data was
analyzed by SPSS for Window Program. The statistics used were percentage,
mean and standard deviation. One — way ANOVA was utilized for testing
hypothesis.

The results of the research were as follows ;

]. The level of the opinion of the administrators to the problems of

academic performance in the basic educational institution as a whole and as all



aspects were high. They were the curriculum implementation, the teaching and
learning activities, the academic conference, the inside supervision, the teaching
media, the library work and the test, measurement and evaluations.

2. There was no relationship between sex and educational level
management that effected the problems of academic performance

3. There was relationship between sex and educational level
management that effected the problems of academic performance in library work
and inside supervision. When comparing individual pair differences by using the
LSD., it was found that the opinion of the male administrators of the class
interval levels 1 -2, higher than the female administrators of the class interval
levels 1 =2, 1 -3 and 3 -4 at the statistic significant level of 0.05

4, Some suggestions were as follows; The academic teacher should
be trained. The adequate budget for the development of academic activities

should be provided. The continuiiy. of rvision, and. the evaluation of academic

performance should be implemented.
